* For installation to wooden studs, ensure that the studs are spaced no more than 24inches
apart and the dry wall is no more than 5/8" thick. The studs should be symmetrically
positioned or the installation will not be symmetrical to the fireplace mantel.

* The fireplace mantel must extend no more than 24" (60.9 cm) from the surface of the wall

INSTALLATION
