1 IR IR window for receiving signals from the included remote control. 

2 POWER The LED illuminates green when the device is powered on. It illuminates red when the device is in 
standby mode. 

3 IN 1/IN 2 One of the two LEDs will illuminate green when the corresponding input is selected. 

4 OUT 1/OUT 2 Each LED illuminates green when there is an active signal and connection for the corresponding output. 

5 SWITCH Press the button to switch between the two inputs. 

6 EDID Three DIP switches are used to set the EDID®. Refer to EDID MANAGEMENT for details. 

7 SERVICE Micro USB port for performing a firmware update, if a newer firmware is available. 

B. REAR PANEL

8 IN 1/IN 2 HDMI® ports for connecting up to two video source devices. 

9 OUT 1/OUT 2 HDMI ports for connecting up to two HDMI displays. 

10 DC 5V DC barrel connector for connecting the included AC power adapter.
