MENU DISPLAY AND CONTROLS
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MENU: Press the MENU button to cycle through the DMX512, Dimmer, and Strobe modes.
After setting a DMX512, Dimmer, or Strobe value, press the MENU button to accept

the setting.
Enter: Press the ENTER button to edit the value for the display mode.

Up: Press the UP button to increase the displayed value. Press and hold the button to
rapidly increase the displayed value.

Down: Press the DOWN button to decrease the displayed value. Press and hold the button
to rapidly decrease the displayed value.



DMX CONTROL

A single light fixture can be connected to and controlled by a DMX512 controller. To use
the light with a controller, repeatedly press the Menu button until Addr is displayed, then
press the Enter button to edit the value.

Use the Up and Down buttons to select a channel from 001-512. Note that when you enter
DMX512 mode, the built-in programs are disabled.

The four channels control the following functions with the listed values:

Channel Function Value Control
1 Dimmer 0-255 0-100% brightness
2 Zoom 0-255 Adjust beam angle (0=28°, 255=70°)
0-10 No function
3 Strobe Speed
11-255 Strobe speed 5-20Hz
0-64 Real time
65-128 Fast controlled response*
4 Dimmer Speed
129-192 Medium controlled response
193-255 Slow controlled response

*The Fast controlled response option is recommended for use with less expensive DMX512

controllers,

Note that the Zoom/Beam Angle can only be adjusted using a DMX controller. The light

defaults to a 70° beam angle.

BARNDOORS

This fixture is equipped with a full set of four barndoor leaves, which allow you to shape
the emitted beam of light. These are useful for preventing unwanted light from scattering
or washing onto areas of the stage or audience, which you want to remain dark. The leaves

are independently adjustable, so you can control just a single edge or all four as needed.



MASTER/SLAVE MODE

When using the built-in program, the fixture is considered to be in Master mode. You can
then daisy-chain additional fixtures configured as Slaves to perform the same actions as
the Master.

To configure a fixture as a Master, set the light to any mode except DMX mode.
To configure a fixture as a Slave, enter DMX mode and set the channel to 001.

Note that you cannot use a DMX controller when connecting multiple lights in
Master/Slave mode.

DIMMING AND STROBE CONTROL

Dimmer Mode

The Dimmer function controls the light's brightness. To enter Dimmer Mode, press the
Menu button repeatedly until rL-- is displayed, then press the Enter button to edit the

value.

Use the Up and Down buttons to adjust the displayed value. The dimmer can be set to any

value between 0 (off) and 255 (maximum brightness).
Note that when rL-- is displayed, the light will not strobe.

When set to its highest value (255), the light will produce the illumination levels and beam

diameters at the listed distances for the two beam angle extremes.

Strobe Mode

To enter Strobe Mode, press the Menu button repeatedly until FLAS is displayed, then
press the Enter button to edit the displayed value.

Use the Up and Down buttons to adjust the displayed value. The strobe speed can be set
to any value between 0 (5 flashes per second) and 12 (20 flashes per second). The light will
continue to strobe as long as the display shows either RLxx or RL--, where xx is a value

between 0 and 12.

AC POWER CABLE

Warning! Power cable wiring should only be done by experienced, qualified individuals or
professional electricians. DO NOT attempt to make AC power cables unless you know
exactly what you are doing and have previously done so.

This light uses NAC3 connectors for power input and pass-through output. A NEMA 5-15P
to NAC3 AC power cable is included, as well as an NAC3 output connector, so you can

make a pass-through power cable.

Note that this light requires the use of a three-conductor AC cable and plug with a
dedicated ground/earth pin. Three conductor AC cabling in the US uses different jacket
colors than that used in the EU. The following table shows the jacket colors to connect to

the labeled pins on the connector:
